DRAFT MINUTES FOR REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

HELD ON FEBRUARY 23, 2012

AT TOWN HALL, W6741 BRICK CHURCH ROAD, WALWORTH, WI
PLEDGE OF ALLIGENCE

MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:31 P.M. BY CHAIRPERSON JOE ABELL

ROLL CALL – Chairperson Joe Abell, Supervisor Bill Martin, Supervisor Bill Pearce, Clerk/Treasurer Marisa Nor, Road Superintendent Mike August all present; Audience members totaled 5 

Chairperson Abell verified the meeting was properly posted.

AMEND AGENDA, IF NECESSARY; APPROVE AGENDA – (Abell, Pearce 2nd) motion to approve the agenda; motion carried 3-0
APPROVE MINUTES OF JANUARY 10, 2012 BOARD MEETING – Abell tabled until next meeting
PLAN COMMISSION REPORT – ROWBOTHAM & ALLIANT ENERGIES – A meeting was held on February 6, 2012. No one was present on behalf of Rowbotham or Alliant Energies.  The applications and maps were reviewed.  The lot line adjustment request for Rowbotham on Ridge Road was approved 5-0.  Alliant Energies request to replace poles on Brick Church Road in the right-of-way was approved 5-0.
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Eric Sterken, N Walworth Rd, Walworth, WI – Stated he had put in an application for the open position and wanted to introduce himself to the board.
REFERRAL TO PLAN COMMISSION – Brick Church Cemetery – conditional use request
UNFINISHED BUSINESS –

ORDINANCE RELATING TO DISCHARGE OF FIRE ARMS – Supervisor Martin summarized the discussion last month regarding the stray bullet. The citizens formed a committee to come to the board requesting a ban on firearms.  Martin has been doing research on it and has a model ordinance.  The state statutes need to be met and the DNR will be involved.  Martin read a letter from the DNR and state statute.  The question was how would it be enforced? Supervisor Pearce stated roadblocks might come about for violating the first amendment. Discussion continued regarding the distance from dwellings, using red zones for subdivisions.  Martin displayed a map and pointed out subdivisions that might be included in the red zones. Pearce suggested looking into the red zones more. Martin explained the red zones would be lines drawn around specific areas for no shooting. It was agreed this was a public safety issue and something needs to be done.  Abell stated a public hearing will need to be held.  Abell also asked to notify the Sheriff’s department to get their input on how it will be enforced.  Martin will continue getting information regarding this issue before having a public hearing. It was a consensus to table this topic until more research can be done.
ROAD SUPERINTENDENT POSITION – Chairperson Abell stated there will be a closed meeting held to go over the applications and setting up appointments for interviews.
NEW BUSINESS –
ROWBOTHAM – LOT 1 – C.S.M. 4098 RIDGE RD - CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP FOR LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT – It was confirmed that it was an adjustment to move the dotted line to straighten out the line and square off the property. (Martin, Pearce 2nd) motion carried 3-0
ALLIANT ENERGIES – OVERHEAD SUSPENDED POLES ELECTRIC LINES WORK ON BRICK CHURCH RD – Confirmed new power was being put in along Brick Church Rd and Six Corners Rd to Kikkoman and poles are being replaced. The work being done is a utility and in the right-of-way.  (Abell, Martin 2nd) motion carried 3-0
APPOINT LINDA VALENTINE AS 2012 POLLWORKER – (Abell, Pearce 2nd) motion to appoint Linda Valentine as a poll worker for the 2012 elections; motion carried 3-0
OPERATOR’S LICENSE FOR CHASE BRUGGER, SOUTH SHORE BAR & GRILL – Clerk Nor confirmed a background check was done and Mr. Brugger already holds a license in another municipality.  A provisional license was already issued.  (Abell, Martin 2nd) motion carried 3-0
ESTIMATE FOR CLEANING SERVICES OF TOWN HALL – The board reviewed an estimated from Sparkle Power for cleaning the Town Hall.  The board declined the services at this time for budget reasons.
TOM KAUER – USE OF TOWN ROADS FOR AGRICULTURE USE – Mr. Kauer attended a meeting in Madison that discussed this issue. Mr. Kauer has been willing to help with shoulders, etc. and would like to work with the town and come up with a plan to prevent further damage.  Mr. Kauer estimated he hauls 4 million gallons of manure per year.  It was suggested putting in 5 foot paved extensions along the shoulders, adjusting the axles, smaller loads, driving in the center of the road or possibly closing off the road making it one way. Pearce suggested Kauer supply a map of the main routes he uses and maybe talking to Amon about road projects.  Kauer stated he would donate trucking time and good get a good rate for lyme.  The use of lyme along the shoulders was discussed and was confirmed it was holding up well along Six Corners Road.  Mike August suggested a 3 to 4 foot shoulder alongside the road so the wheel could be on the shoulder all the way to prevent damage.  Pearce will work with Kauer to move forward with some solutions and possibly get pricing for the main routes when getting quotes for the road projects.
NEW TOWN HALL FACILITY - Chairperson Abell stated an Occupancy Permit was finally issued and the upstairs wall passed.  The drywall and stairwell still need to be finished.  The septic contractor will be back in the spring to complete the project/landscaping.

JOE ABELL, BILL MARTIN & BILL PEARCE – CITIZEN’S CONCERNS, COMPLAINTS & OTHER CORRESPONDENCE – DISCUSSION – Some phone calls were received regarding mud on the roads.  Otherwise no other concerns or complaints.
SAFETY UPDATE (BILL MARTIN) – DISCUSSION & MONTHLY / Y-T-D CALLS
ROAD & BUILDING CONDITIONS (BILL PEARCE & MIKE AUGUST) – DISCUSSION OF PROJECTS & STATUS OF ROADS/BUILDING – Supervisor Pearce stated the roads were holding up pretty well and there was still a good supply of salt.  A road tour will be done the end of the month.  Mike has ordered some more signs and has been doing some misc. patching needs to be done.  Brush work needs to be done on N. Walworth Rd.  Mike stated Darien has a bucket lift on a trailer he is looking into to see if the Town can rent or use.
