DRAFT MINUTES FOR REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

HELD ON APRIL 10, 2012

AT TOWN HALL, W6741 BRICK CHURCH ROAD, WALWORTH, WI
PLEDGE OF ALLIGENCE

MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 7:39 P.M. BY CHAIRPERSON JOE ABELL

ROLL CALL – Chairperson Joe Abell, Supervisor Bill Martin, Supervisor Bill Pearce, Clerk/Treasurer Marisa Nor, Road Superintendent Eric Sterken all present; Audience members totaled 9
Chairperson Abell verified the meeting was properly posted.

AMEND AGENDA, IF NECESSARY; APPROVE AGENDA – Abell requested adding Mark Larkin to represent Irena Kazaniwskyj farm land separation to old business and Marie Baker will speak during public comments. (Pearce, Martin 2nd) motion to approve the agenda with the additions; motion carried 3-0
APPROVE MINUTES OF MARCH 13, 2012 BOARD MEETING – (Martin, Pearce 2nd) to approve minutes with change of “fireman” to “firearm”; motion carried 3-0
PLAN COMMISSION REPORT – IRENA KAZANIWSKYJ, STATELINE RD, FARM LAND SEPARATION – Supervisor Martin stated he was unable to attend the planning commission meeting on April 2, 2012.  The report from the meeting was summarized stating Mark Larkin was in attendance representing Irena Kazaniwskyj to explain the certified survey map and farmland separation request.  Mr. Larkin answered questions from the planning commission members.  The request was approved 4-0.
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Marie Baker, N1842 Brick School Road, Walworth, WI stated she has been the secretary of the planning commission since it was created.  She has done the postings, mileage, etc. without receiving anything other than the $15 per meeting that all other members receive.  Reimbursement has been done in the past for mileage. Mrs. Baker also stated she shouldn’t being doing any town work on her personal computer.  She requested the town provide her with a computer to use for meeting notices and minutes otherwise the clerk can take over the responsibility.  It was estimated the planning commission has been in place for 7 years. Mrs. Baker provided the board with a copy of proposed reimbursement amounts. Mrs. Baker has been told that other secretary’s for fire/rescue, etc. get paid more than the other members.  Chairperson Joe Abell stated some also do not get paid and that Mrs. Baker agreed to be the secretary and knew the job requirements when she agreed to it. Supervisor Martin suggested increasing the meeting pay rate for Marie to $30 per meeting.  Supervisor Pearce suggested increasing the meeting pay rate and reimbursing for mileage.  The board agreed to put this item on next month’s agenda to discuss further.

Mrs. Baker then questioned the agenda items under New Town Hall facility and requested more details be provided on the agendas.  One last comment was made in reference to the March 13, 2012 minutes.  Mrs. Baker stated it didn’t matter who was sitting up in the chairs and her concerns were not because she works for the attorney that helped Marisa’s ex-husband in the divorce.
REFERRAL TO PLAN COMMISSION – NONE
UNFINISHED BUSINESS –

ORDINANCE RELATING TO DISCHARGE OF FIRE ARMS – Supervisor Bill Martin stated he spoke with the Sheriff’s department about enforcement.  Martin received an email response that the County would like to draft a county-wide ordinance for easier enforcement.  Martin suggested tabling until the County takes over.  Captain Scott McCloury stated the county was very busy right now with new hires, Alpine Valley opening, etc so he will look into it as time permits.  Martin did explain to Capt. McCloury that the Town would like to see red zones for subdivisions. Martin stated his concern to make sure things were done right and requested a representative be present from each town for input to the county.  Chairperson Abell questioned how long for the county to draft something.  Abell’s concern is the county will take too long and with summer coming there was a need to protect the town people.  Abell questioned if the county could enforce an ordinance until the county one goes into effect.  Abell stated something needed to be done sooner than later for safety reasons.  Martin agreed to contact the county again.  Abell stated the county had enforced it before since a ticket was issued and doesn’t want to wait several months or longer for the county to draft something. Martin agreed to work on something for next meeting.
BRICK CHURCH RD CEMETERY – REZONE WITH CONDITIONAL USE REQUEST / WAIVER OF FEES – (Abell, Martin 2nd) motion to approve rezone with conditional use and to waive any Town of Walworth fees associated with the request.
IRENA KAZANIWSKYJ, W5024 STATELINE RD, FARM LAND SEPARATION – Mark Larkin, 500 Stone Ridge Dr, Lake Geneva, WI was present to represent Ms. Kazaniwskyj.  Ms. Kazaniwskyj owns approximately 60 acres of farmland and has submitted a CSM with Walworth County’s updates.  Ms. Kazaniwskyj is requesting separating off a 5 acre parcel that the residence is on and splitting off the remaining farmland.  The request meets all requirements, everything was submitted and the plan commission approved the request. (Martin, Pearce 2nd) motion to approve the request as presented; motion carried 3-0  
NEW BUSINESS –
LAKE GENEVA LAW ENFORCEMENT – The board received copies of the intergovernmental agreement to review for law enforcement between towns/villages. Chairperson Abell summarized the agreement.  (Pearce, Martin 2nd) motion to accept the agreement; motion carried 3-0
EMPLOYER DENTAL INSURANCE BENEFITS – Board reviewed a quote from Humana dental for family coverage.  Amounts that employee would pay were confirmed. (Pearce, Martin 2nd) motion to approve family dental benefits through Humana for Eric Sterken at $74.71 per month.
NEW TOWN HALL FACILITY –
PETS – Supervisor Martin stated he did not want Marisa’s dog/pets in the building because it is a public place / workplace.  Martin doesn’t think it is the time or place for pets and could be a liability issue.  Martin stated he did not have a problem with bringing kids in sometimes if in a bind but pets were different.  (applause was heard from the audience)  Chairperson Abell stated he disagreed because 90% of the time Marisa was at the Town Hall alone.  Abell confirmed it was a golden retriever and is an excellent breed.  Abell also confirmed all business is being conducted through the sliding window.  Supervisor Pearce stated he had mixed emotions and could see both sides.  Pearce agreed if the dog stayed in the office and wasn’t running around it should be ok.
NEW LAWN MOWER – Chairperson Abell questioned the board if they had looked at the lawnmower in the shop.  John Lambert from A.A. Anderson had brought in a 2010 used Exmark 23 hp 52” zero turn mower that is in excellent condition.  It was confirmed it has a Kohler engine.  Mr. Lambert stated a new one would cost $7,900.00 and this mower was being quoted at $4,900.00 for the Town.  Supervisor Martin stated the Town needs a mower.  It was confirmed no warranty would be in effect for the mower and Mr. Lambert will deliver an owner’s manual for the mower. (Pearce, Martin 2nd) motion to purchase the mower at $4,900.00; motion carried 3-0
LOCKS FOR POSTING BOARD – Chairperson Abell addressed the board that the doors had been blowing open on the notice board outside.  It was confirmed there was a need for some kind of locks to secure the doors closed.  The issue of the Sheriff’s department needing access to one of the doors was addressed.  It was the consensus of the board to install locks to the doors.

TREASURER’S REPORT – MONTHLY INCOME/EXPENSES, BUDGET VS. ACTUAL, ACCOUNT BALANCES, MONTHLY UPDATE – Treasurer Nor summarized the account balances and work completed for the month of March 2012.  (Pearce, Martin 2nd) motion to approve reports as presented; motion carried 3-0
CLERK’S REPORT – DISCUSSION OF WORK PENDING/COMPLETED – Clerk Nor summarized work completed for the month of March 2012 and election preparations.
JOE ABELL, BILL MARTIN & BILL PEARCE – CITIZEN’S CONCERNS, COMPLAINTS & OTHER CORRESPONDENCE – DISCUSSION – Chairperson Abell asked former Road Superintendent Mike August to come forward from the audience.  Abell introduced Mike , confirmed his retirement and presented Mike with a plaque to thank him for the 28 years of service to the town.  Chairperson Abell received a call from a woman regarding the old cemetery on North Walworth Road/Lake Street.  The property was purchased. The Sheriff’s department has also been called regarding the issue.  It has been questioned how someone can purchase a cemetery and disturb the gravesites.  Supervisor Martin stated he has a buddy in Richland Center that also has a cemetery from when he purchased deeded property.  Supervisor Martin and Pearce did not have any calls.
SAFETY UPDATE (BILL MARTIN) – DISCUSSION & MONTHLY / Y-T-D CALLS – Supervisor Martin reviewed the monthly and year-to-date fire / rescue calls submitted from the Village.  The Village has ordered a new ambulance and it should be delivered sometime in July.  The fire inspections are being done and there is still an ongoing issue with one of the locations in the Town.  Martin stated the Village had applied for grants to replace equipment such as the Jaws of Life, etc.  Martin stated overall everything was going well with the fire/rescue services.
ROAD & BUILDING CONDITIONS (BILL PEARCE & ERIC STERKEN) – DISCUSSION OF PROJECTS & STATUS OF ROADS/BUILDING – Supervisor Pearce stated the roof has been fixed and the leak over the door was repaired.  Some trimming along sides the road and patching has been done.  Eric Sterken contacted Tim Hansen from B.R. Amon and was informed the measuring hadn’t been done yet but a quote was close.  Eric Sterken explained to the board the salt order requirements to order directly from the state program.  It was determined the building could hold approximately 600 tons to fill it. An estimated 200 – 250 tons of salt was used last year.  Eric will do some more research on the quantities to order.  Supervisor Pearce questioned the savings by ordering from the state program vs. the county.  Chairperson Abell and Eric Sterken agreed the state program was less and the town would be saving the 6% administration fee charged by the county along with trucking to have it delivered from the county.  Eric suggested ordering 400 tons for the early guarantee, 200 tons for the seasonal fill and have 150 tons put on reserve.  It was the consensus of the board to order 400 tons for the early fill.
