DRAFT MINUTES FOR REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
HELD ON JULY 17, 2012

AT TOWN HALL, W6741 BRICK CHURCH ROAD, WALWORTH, WI
PLEDGE OF ALLIGENCE
MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:40 P.M. BY CHAIRPERSON JOE ABELL

ROLL CALL – Chairperson Joe Abell, Supervisor Bill Martin, Supervisor Bill Pearce, Clerk/Treasurer Marisa Nor, Road Superintendent Eric Sterken all present; Audience members totaled 2
Chairperson Abell verified the meeting was properly posted.
APPROVE AGENDA – Chairperson Abell amended the agenda to remove approval of minutes from June 12, 2012 Board Meeting, June 12, 2012 special meeting and June 29, 2012 special meeting. Pearce motion with amendments removing approval of specified minutes; Martin 2nd; motion carried 3-0
APPROVE MINUTES OF MAY 15, 2012 BOARD MEETING – Martin motion to approve minutes, Pearce 2nd ; motion carried 3-0
PLAN COMMISSION REPORT – ALLIANT ENERGY, STATELINE ROAD/SIX CORNERS ROAD OVERHEAD POLE REPLACEMENT PROJECT – Bill Martin stated he was absent from the meeting but asked Marie Baker to give report.  Mrs. Baker requested having someone present at the plan commission meetings to answer questions.  Chairperson Abell stated once the information was given to the plan commission Mrs. Baker could contact the petitioner and request someone be present at the meeting.  Mrs. Baker stated it was good Eric was present at the meeting because he caught some changes that needed to be done. Chairperson Abell expressed his opinion that since it was a utility company and in the right-of-way nothing could really be done about it anyway.  Mrs. Baker informed the board that the plan commission approved the request.
PUBLIC COMMENTS - None
REFERRAL TO PLAN COMMISSION – NONE 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS –

ORDINANCE RELATING TO DISCHARGE OF FIRE ARMS – The board reviewed the previous draft ordinance.  Martin added updates to exclude air rifles that were less than 500 feet per second and fines of $250.00 for first offense and $500.00 for second offense.  Abell stated he would like Martin to submit the draft to the DNR and to obtain a contact name from Ms. Nor.  Pearce questioned when the public hearing for this would be held.  It was agreed flyers would not be mailed out for the public hearing until after the ordinance was reviewed by the DNR and the town attorney.  It was estimated the public hearing would be sometime in September.
CLERK/TREASURER POSITION – Chairperson Abell stated the board had offered the position to Marie Baker and she accepted.  Mrs. Baker asked when the board wanted her to start and Abell stated Monday.  Mrs. Baker stated she needs to talk to the guys and hours, pay rate and insurance still needed to be discussed.  It was confirmed Mrs. Baker would do the new clerk election training July 26, 2012.
NEW BUSINESS –
REVIEW & POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF OPERATOR LICENSE APPLICATION FOR: RENEE BEAULIEU – SOUTH SHORE BAR & GRILL – Ms. Nor confirmed a background check was done with nothing new appearing since last year.  Pearce made a motion to approve the operator license for Renee Beaulieu, Martin 2nd; motion carried 3-0
ALLIANT ENERGY – OVERHEAD POLE REPLACEMENT PROJECT – The board confirmed this project had been reviewed and previously discussed. Pearce made a motion to approve the request, Martin 2nd; motion carried 3-0
CHEMUNG TOWNSHIP SUPERVISOR DONNIE STAVER – STATELINE ROAD MAINTENANCE – Eric stated he met Supervisor Donnie Staver while doing road work on Stateline Road.  Mr. Staver explained to Eric about the sections along Stateline Road and how it was split up between the townships.  Mr. Staver had some questions about putting culverts in.  Chemung Township had put some in on the Wisconsin side and questioned how the Town of Walworth handled culverts.  Eric stated one could be put in with a permit and if it met the requirements of the town.  Eric had also done some tree trimming on the Illinois side along Stateline Road for safety reasons.  Pearce stated a culvert had been put in under the road at one time but not for individuals.  Pearce suggested if Chemung township didn’t want to pay for the Wisconsin side the Town would not pay for the Illinois side.  It was confirmed that the Town of Walworth doesn’t pay for the culverts the owner does.  Mike August confirmed that a permit fee was paid and the town inspects the area for safety issues and the state diameter and width must be met.  The Town inspects before and after the installation.  Pearce questioned if the board or Eric had seen the culvert put in on Dewey Street and if that was done by Fontana or the land owner.  Mike August stated that if a culvert needs to be replaced as a result of road work done the Town would pay for that.  The question was raised if there was something in writing somewhere regarding the split.  Pearce suggested checking with the other townships first to see if they have something.
NEW TOWN HALL FACILITY – Eric has been watering the trees.  Otherwise nothing else was new for the town hall.  The septic repairs were completed.

TREASURER’S REPORT – MONTHLY INCOME/EXPENSES, BUDGET VS. ACTUAL, ACCOUNT BALANCES, MONTHLY UPDATE – DISCUSSION & APPROVAL – Ms. Nor summarized the reports presented to the board with total cash balances as of June 30, 2012 and total income and expenses for June 2012.  Pearce made a motion to accept the report as presented, Martin 2nd; motion carried 3-0
CLERK’S REPORT – DISCUSSION OF WORK PENDING/COMPLETED – Ms, Nor summarized work done for June 2012.
JOE ABELL, BILL MARTIN & BILL PEARCE – CITIZEN’S CONCERNS, COMPLAINTS & OTHER CORRESPONDENCE – DISCUSSION – Abell had a couple phone calls regarding the reassessments and it would appear the assessors are really focusing on outbuildings and any other changes to the property.  Pearce heard from Mr. Stewart regarding meeting with the assessor but Mr. Stewart didn’t seem to riled up about it.  Emery Featherstone had tried to contact Pearce.  Martin had no calls.
SAFETY UPDATE (BILL MARTIN) – DISCUSSION & MONTHLY / Y-T-D CALLS – Martin read the fire/rescue call summary for June 2012.  Monthly fire calls – Village, 4; Township, 5, MABAS, 7; Y-T-D Fire – Village, 15; Township, 24; MABAS, 20; Monthly rescue calls – Village, 15; Township, 11, MABAS, 3; Y-T-D Rescue – Village, 73; Township, 45; MABAS, 9
Martin summarized that he had written a letter to the residents of Angel Lane to widen the road so fire/rescue could get down there.  Last year there was a rescue call and there had been damage to a resident’s lawn.  Martin met with the residents a couple of times and Andy Long, etc.  The fire department took the new engine down there and it only had 1 ½ inches on each side and it would never make the corner.  If there was snow on the sides of the road it wouldn’t make it at all.  The last three homeowners on the street agreed to widen the road and put in a retaining wall.  This will hopefully be done sometime in September or October.  The are using the caretaker Jim Young to do the work for around $30,000 and will split the cost between the three homeowners.  Abell commended Martin that he really did a great job on it and getting it done.
ROAD & BUILDING CONDITIONS (BILL PEARCE & ERIC STERKEN) – DISCUSSION OF PROJECTS & STATUS OF ROADS/BUILDING – The Six Corners Road project will start Friday with milling.  Eric questioned Martin regarding the four foot shoulder that is being put in and if he needed to contact the neighbors.  It was the consensus of the board that Eric should talk to the residents regarding the shouldering and taking down mailboxes. The contractor had agreed to mill into the driveways and taper them off into the new blacktop.

REVIEW AND APPROVE BILLS FOR PAYMENT – Payment to Rick Morgan in the amount of $100.00 was added to the accounts payable list. Pearce made a motion to pay the bills as presented, Martin 2nd; motion carried 3-0
Pearce directed Eric to contact the insurance company regarding the bucket truck that was purchased and lettering the need to be done on it.  Eric questioned if a possible inspection would need to be done.
ADJOURNMENT – Martin made a motion to adjourn at 7:40 p.m., Pearce 2nd; motion carried 3-0
