MINUTES FOR REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

HELD ON AUGUST 21, 2012

AT TOWN HALL, W6741 BRICK CHURCH ROAD, WALWORTH, WI
PLEDGE OF ALLIGENCE

MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER FOLLOWING THE SPECIAL MEETING AT 6:40 P.M. BY CHAIRPERSON JOE ABELL

ROLL CALL – Chairperson Joe Abell, Supervisor Bill Martin, Supervisor Bill Pearce, Clerk/Treasurer Marie Baker, Road Superintendent Eric Sterken all present; Audience members totaled 4

Marie Baker verified the meeting was properly posted.

APPROVE AGENDA – Pearce motion to approve agenda; Martin 2nd; agenda approved 3-0
APPROVE MINUTES OF BOARD MEETING – from July 16, 2012 Board Meeting and July 16, 2012 special meeting with Bill Pearce’ name inserted as making the motion and Bill Martin’s name inserted to 2nd motion.  Pearce motion to approve July 17, 2012 minutes and July 16, 2012 minutes with names inserted on Special Meeting Minutes; Martin 2nd; motion carried 3-0

PLAN COMMISSION REPORT – Nothing to report - no meeting was held in August
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Amy Loudenbech introduces herself and commented that she is running for assembly and supports rural government.  Richard Rasmussen explained that he was there on behalf of the Village of Walworth 175th committee and asked to speak later when the Agenda item came up.  
CHEMUNG TOWNSHIP SUPERVISOR DONNIE STAVER – STATELINE ROAD MAINTENANCE – Eric stated he met Supervisor Donnie Staver while doing road work on Stateline Road.  Mr. Staver explained to Eric about the sections along Stateline Road and how it was split up between the townships.  Mr. Staver had some questions about putting culverts in.  Chemung Township had put some in on the Wisconsin side and questioned how the Town of Walworth handled culverts.  Eric stated one could be put in with a permit and if it met the requirements of the town.  Eric had also done some tree trimming on the Illinois side along Stateline Road for safety reasons.  Pearce stated a culvert had been put in under the road at one time but not for individuals.  Pearce suggested if Chemung township didn’t want to pay for the Wisconsin side the Town would not pay for the Illinois side.  It was confirmed that the Town of Walworth doesn’t pay for the culverts the owner does.  Mike August confirmed that a permit fee was paid and the town inspects the area for safety issues and the state diameter and width must be met.  The Town inspects before and after the installation.  Pearce questioned if the board or Eric had seen the culvert put in on Dewey Street and if that was done by Fontana or the land owner.  Mike August stated that if a culvert needs to be replaced as a result of road work done the Town would pay for that.  The question was raised if there was something in writing somewhere regarding the split.  Pearce suggested checking with the other townships first to see if they have something.
