MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:34 P.M. BY CHAIRPERSON JOE ABELL

ROLL CALL – Chairperson Joe Abell, Supervisor Bill Martin arrived late, Supervisor Bill Pearce, Clerk/Treasurer Marie Baker, Road Superintendent Eric Sterken all present; Audience members totaled 5
Marie Baker verified the meeting was properly posted.

APPROVE AGENDA – Abell made a motion to approve agenda; Pearce 2nd; agenda approved 2-0
APPROVE MINUTES OF BOARD MEETING – from August 21, 2012 Board Meeting:  Abell motion to approve minutes; Pearce 2nd; motion carried 2-0

PLAN COMMISSION REPORT – Nothing to report - no meeting was held in September

A) ORDINANCE RELATING TO DISCHARGE OF FIRE ARMS – Martin received a response from Jason Roberts of the DNR, which was not clear to the Board; call a special meeting with Mr. Roberts if necessary to clarify.

C) IRS September 2008 and December 2010 withholding issue, Marie reported that the 2010 $278.03 penalty and interest was paid to avoid further fees and confirmed that the 941 was indeed filed late by a prior clerk/treasurer.  The 2008 matter was caused because a prior clerk/treasurer filed a 941 late and then filed it again in 2010 causing the difference in W-2 and W-3 reported Social Security Wages and the amount IRS had for Social Security Wages.  The Town has 30 days to write a letter to clarify what transpired to the IRS.
